Peer Tutors can help UML students by:

· Reviewing and explaining homework assignments; 

· Clarifying solutions on tests and homework; 

· Identifying organizational skills and strategies for working out problems; 

· Providing motivation and modeling good study habits.
Who are the tutors?  

All Centers for Learning peer tutors are current UML students who have met the following requirements:

· They have taken the course(s) they tutor at UML; 

· They have achieved a grade of B+ or higher in the course; 

· A faculty member has provided a letter of recommendation; 

· The Department Chair has approved the student as a peer tutor;

· They are in good academic standing.

The CLASS Tutoring Program has been authorized by the College Reading & Learning Association to confer three levels of certification to peer tutors.
What is the best way to utilize tutoring services? 

· Come prepared. Try working out the assignment on your own. Review the example problems in your book. When you come to the tutoring center, bring your book, assignment, pencils, eraser, paper, and a calculator (if needed). 

· Come to Tutoring at the first hint of trouble or confusion. Don't wait until the last minute. Visit a tutor as soon as you begin having difficulties to stay on the path to academic success. 

· Have your questions ready before meeting with a tutor so you can best utilize your time. For instance, mark the problems areas, making notes defining where you were stuck or confused. 

· Work with other students from your class. Explaining a problem to others or discussing strategies, methods, and solutions with classmates is a great way to learn and review. 

· Practice additional problems on your own. Working extra problems will not only help you learn but also build up your confidence. For every hour in class, you should expect to spend 2-3 hours outside of class.  

· Tutoring can enhance classroom instruction but cannot substitute for going to class. Tutors will help you further understand the information but will not teach you new material. If you do miss a class, you should read the material in your textbook, visit the professor’s website, and attempt to work the example problems before seeing a peer tutor. 

Get help with research papers and essays at the Write Place!

Students in College Writing I and II are encouraged to set up an appointment with a tutor at the Write Place to get help with essays.  Writing tutors will review research papers and reports in other content areas.  Tutors help with general writing skills (choosing topics, organizing content, using good composing methods, etc.) and with grammar issues. Students must contact the tutoring center to schedule an appointment with a Write Place tutor.
