Study Questions:
1.  Diversion:
What is the link between labeling theory and diversion?  What is the rationale for federal diversion programs?  Describe the different types of diversion programs used at arrest, prosecution, and jail stages of the CJ process.

2.  Parole/Prison Release:
Describe the three major forms of prison release and highlight how the method of release from prison has changed in the US.  Does parole “work” as a community protection/offender change strategy?  Describe the parole process highlighted in the film: NH Parole Board.  What other forms of prison release (besides parole) can be used?

3.  Reentry:
Describe the role of the police in reentry partnership initiatives.  Describe “reentry” in Massachusetts.

· Why is offender targeting a key feature of offender reentry programs?

· Why have current, federally-sponsored reentry initiatives been criticized as the lowest manifestation of “The Emperor’s New Clothes” (see especially the editor’s introduction of Federal Probation)?

4.  Special Offender Groups:   Under community supervision/juvenile offenders:

· Highlight the unique supervision, treatment, and control issues raised by substance abusers, sex offenders, mentally ill offenders, domestic violence, mentally handicapped offenders, gangs, and “lifestyle” offenders.

· Describe the impact of probation’s location (administratively) in the judiciary on the types of offenders placed on probation in Massachusetts.

· Describe the unique role/responsibility of the Mass. Department of Youth Services, and highlight the types of offenders committed to DYS.

· Describe the Massachusetts Youthful Offender Law, blended sentences, and the criteria for waiver to adult court.

· Highlight the strategy used in Brockton, MA to supervise “high risk” domestic violence offenders.

5.  Intermediate Sanctions:   Highlight the range of “intermediate” sanctions typically used and explain why we use them.

· What is intensive supervision?  What is a day reporting center?

· What are the various forms of electronic monitoring currently available?

· What is a day fine and how does it work?

· What is a residential community corrections program?

· What is a boot camp?

· Are intermediate sanctions effective in terms of 1) diversion impact, 2) crime reduction, and 3) cost reduction?
6.  The Future:   Describe the FOUR FORCES that will shape the future of community corrections (politics, technology, economy, crime) and offer your perspective on new directions in community-based offender treatment and control. (e.g., restorative justice, lifetime parole, etc.)
