Reliability might be thought of as the ability of a product or service to maintain its quality over some expected period of time. This presentation will provide an overview of the process followed at M/A-COM Technology Solutions for the development of new products, focusing on aspects of quality and reliability assurance.  Examples will be provided to illustrate how quality and reliability requirements are addressed at the product design stage, and to show how the Company measures the success of these designs in meeting the quality and reliability goals.
