Notation: Problems that seem a bit harder than the others are in boldface. For example, in Ch. 4,  48 (g) means do all of Problem 4.48, and part (g) seems harder than the others. If I had wanted you to do only Problem 4.48 (g), and I wanted to tell you that it seems hard,  I would have typed 48g, instead of  48 (g). In Ch. 5, I ask you to do only part a of problem 21, and write 21a. If I had written 21 (a), it would have meant that you were to do all of problem 21, but part (a) seems hard. You get extra credit if you understand what I just wrote.
