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Despite the current economic turmoil, the outlook for engineering careers in coming years is quite good. This talk will focus on the commercial electronics marketplace. Trends in consumer devices point to continued strength and even growth over the next several years. Wireless devices are the largest segment of the consumer market and will continue to be a driving force. Although it would seem that wireless devices have hit a saturation point, future demand is expected to far exceed device replacement. The convergence and ubiquity of devices with wireless access is a key driver. New air standard promise vastly improved services, and strong demand is forecast. Complex devices require considerable engineering talent in all phases of their conception, development, deployment and support. Technology implications and ramifications will also be described. 
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
